PASTOR GREG’S BDB  

  (Beaver Dam Blog) 

DonΩt you hate it when the weather doesnΩt cooperate with your 
plansΧΦor worse yet, when the weather forecasters miss it and your 
well-intended plans become drenched—literally. 

That happened to me recently on a hike as some friends and I set 
out to enjoy some of GodΩs beauty on the Appalachian Trail off of 
the Blue Ridge Parkway.  We had planned to check out the Three 
Ridges Wilderness area just south of Wintergreen.  We woke up to 
overcast skies but the good news for us (according to various 
weather reports) was the rain wasnΩt supposed to move in until late 
afternoon—we shouldnΩt get wet. 

I was anticipating this adventure as I hadnΩt been hiking in awhile 
and it had been months since I had seen these hiking friends.  We 
were looking forward to a good day out together enjoying some 
incredible views overlooking the Tye River Valley.  Though as the 
hike progressed we began to wonder whether or not weΩd be able 
to view the valley below as the clouds loomed very low and there 
was patchy fog on the drive to the trailhead. 

We hit our first raindrops about 2 miles in.  No big deal, we 
thought.  The heavy stuff is still many hours away, this is just a little 
patch.  I tried to bring up the weather radar on my phone but being 
well away from any service, and being socked in by clouds 
prevented me from obtaining any clear signal.  We kept walking.  It 
kept rainingΧΦand a little harder. 

We had the discussion about turning back—if this is the way itΩs 
going to be why continue on?  WeΩll be soaked and we probably 
wonΩt be able to see anything at the overlook anyhow because of 
the clouds.  But on the other hand, if we get back to the car and the 
rain stops weΩll be kicking ourselves.  We continue on.  The rain 
continues to fall with no sign of letting up. 

ItΩs interesting that we pass about 4 different people who are 
through-hikers on the AT and doing the entire 2181 milesΧΦΦand we 
marvel that they donΩt get to go back to a warm car, and it will be a 
challenge for them to get their clothes to dry out, and that they still 
have far to go because Georgia is still a ways offΧΦ 

Finally, we realize that the weather forecasters we relied on are 
idiots (which is how you feel about others after walking in the rain 
for awhile). So without reaching our goal we turn around and head 
back the 3 miles or so to our vehicle.   

Now IΩm in automatic mode—not caring about anything else but 
getting to the car as soon as we can to get out of the rain, dry off, 
get warm and eat.  Conversation is limited because weΩre walking 
with our heads down trying to not let the water drip down our 
backs while keeping an eye on our footing among the slippery 
rocks.  I was starting to get hungry (we only took a brief stop earlier 
for a snack) and I needed to find a tree to take a bathroom 
break.  But itΩs rainingΧΦif you stop to eat, drink and relieve yourself 
itΩs that much longer that you remain wet and away from the 
car.  So I keep plowing along, holding it in and staying focused on 
the task ahead—getting to the car.  The much anticipated beautiful 
day in the woods has turned into simply, άGet back to the car as fast 
as you can.έ  And so we keep walking, walking, walkingΧΦweΩre still 
about 2 ½ miles out.  

And then it hits me.  Against all my instincts about getting to the car 
as quickly as possible I simply stop in the middle of the trail, take off 
my backpack and turn to my buddies and say, άWe have to stop,έ  I 
said, άWe need to refuel and hydrate.έ   

And so in the middle of the pouring rain we break out our trail mix, 
turkey bites and crackers and wash them down with water.  We 
take care of business behind a tree.  We spend about 15 minutes 
not making any progress toward our goal of getting back to the 
carΧΦand weΩre getting wetter (if that was possible).  However, this 
was one of the most important moves we could have made on our 
trip back.  For our failure to stop and replenish our energy could 
have resulted in injury later on.  Not drinking enough water could 
have caused us to cramp up and failing to eat would have brought 
on chills and loss of energy to complete the task.  Even though 
stopping to eat delayed us getting back to car, it assured us that we 
would get back there in good condition! 

How many of us go through life in a similar fashion?  So many are 
involved in the rat race of existence, soooo busy, sooooo involved in 
various activities that we go from point A to B to C without ever 
really slowing down.  We go through life focused on getting things 
done (whatever they may be).  Who has time to slow down?  Who 
has time to stop and pray or read their bible?  Spending time 
reading my bible is great but it takes away from all the other things 
that I have to do.  It simply comes down to time economics.
