1. We may not recognize him, but Jesus walks with us
through the ‘we were hoping’ times.

2. We can find hope in the scriptures

glimpse of Jesus.

Luke’s Lesson for Doing Life

This isn’t just an account of two people who have a crazy
story of meeting the risen Jesus. Luke pens this elongated,
post-resurrection story for a reason—that all believers, in the
ups and downs of life, become proclaimers of the good news
of the gospel.

1. KNOW the story of Jesus (v19-24)

2. INTERPRET the story of Jesus (v26-27)

3. LIVE OUT in community the story of Jesus (v30-31, 35)

4. SHARE the good news of the story of Jesus (v32-35)
