Advertisers, politicians, social influencers, YouTubers, false teachers 
and many others in the world are all trying to get something from 
us.  Just like today, the world of the Ephesians was full of those sorts 
of people.  Paul’s concern was that the believers not get sucked into 
those things but grow up to recognize such trickery for what it is and 
resist it. 

 
No prolonged infancies among us, please. We’ll not tolerate babes in the woods, 
small children who are easy prey for predators. God wants us to grow up, to know 
the whole truth and tell it in love—like Christ in everything. We take our lead from 
Christ, who is the source of everything we do. He keeps us in step with each other. 
His very breath and blood flow through us, nourishing us so that we will grow up 
healthy in God, robust in love.   Ephesians 4.14-16  The Message

1. LEARN from Christ and let him LEAD
