What can lift us above our current circumstances so we can 
experience joy in our life? 

1. Live reflecting on GOD’S GRACE. You are a CHILD OF GOD!

2. Live like the EVIL ONE has been DEFEATED. 

He replied, “I saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven   v.18

3. Live like you have HOLY SPIRIT POWER within you.
